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The introduction paragraph is very similar to the introduction paragraph of a five paragraph expository essay. The paragraph should start out with a general sentence about the topic you chose. The next two sentences should begin to narrow down and begin to focus on your topic. This paragraph, if used as a graphic would look like a funnel. The last sentence of your introduction should be your thesis statement.
The first main body section should address the first science perspective of your paper. Conclude this section with a transition sentence.
The second body section will cover the second science perspective of your paper. Conclude this section with a transition sentence.
The third sections of this paper will cover the third science perspective of your paper. Conclude this section with a transition sentence.
The last paragraph will be you conclusion. In the conclusion re-state your thesis as the first statement and then reverse your funnel introduction until the last sentence is a restatement of your very general first sentence in the opening paragraph.
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
