Class Rules:
· Always give your best effort on all class activities and assignments. They are opportunities to learn, achieve and grow. Take advantage of them.

· Academic Freedom: All students have a right to their opinions, (however unpopular). How you support your opinions is a key to doing well in this class. Respect for the opinion of others is a class requirement.
· Remember that your personal honor and integrity are a very precious and important part of who you are as a person. Therefore, I expect that you will do all of your OWN work at all times 
· Absences for group presentations will result in a zero. Students must request an alternative assignment to make-up the missed points.
· Do not be late. Be in your seat before the bell rings, or you are considered tardy. Tardies will result in disciplinary actions.

· Tardies will result in the progressive discipline: Tardy #1- discuss tardy with teacher, Tardy #2- Phone call or email home to parent, Tardy #3- Detention with teacher, any tardy after #3 will be referred to administration. 
· I encourage you to approach me after class so that I can give you my undivided attention [if I am free] or see me in the halls, or email me [eric.silvey@vansd.org], so that I know we need to talk. Never hesitate to share your respectful feelings with me. Students quickly learn that I will eagerly listen and respond to their concerns when they approach me courteously.

Late Work Policy:

In order to receive credit for all work, it must be submitted when it is due. I will deduct 50% off of the original grade you would have received for each assignment that is turned in late. Any late work that is turned in after the close of a grading period will not be scored. Exams missed due to absence will be taken the day you return to school or the day after you return unless prior arrangements are made. You are strongly encouraged to let me know if you are going to miss class beforehand, if you know, so that we can make a plan together for when work can be made up. Make-up tests or quizzes will be taken after school only or before school if pre-arranged. No make-ups during lunch.

All homework requested for absences due to family vacations or trips will be due on the day the student returns to class. If the student receives make-up work after the return from a family vacation or trip they will have the same amount of days to complete the work that they missed. 

Attendance Policy:

· Daily attendance in my class is crucial. Much of the curriculum is done through class discussion.

· Truancy- All absences must be cleared before entering the classroom. Any assignment given or turned in on an unexcused absence will not be graded.

· Tardies- see tardy rules under the class rules section.

Participation Points:

CWP is a participation (class discussion) class. Students will earn up to 5 points a day for their participation in class. If a student is absent for any reason they will lose that days participation points. If the absent is excused or school excused the student may make the points up within three days. After three days the point will be forfeited.


Tardy to class (see class tardy policy) will result in a loss of participation points that cannot be recovered.
Smart/Cell Phones and Music devices:

· At no time do I allow smart/cell phone use in the classroom for phone calls and texting. This includes family emergencies. All phone contact needs to go through the main office. Violations will result in the removal of the phone. Music devises are also not allowed in class unless teacher permission is given.
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
